UPCOMING 100 MILLION $ OF CDC  HEALTH PREVENTION  FUNDING SHOULD INCLUDE LGBT ORGANIZATIONS AS PARTNERS :

HOW YOUR ORGANIZATION CAN GET INVOLVED
The CDC’s Community Transformation Grant Proposals (CTG) are due Friday July 15th and will provide over $100 million of new federal funds for evidence-based community health prevention activities. In order to be considered for funding, the applicants must demonstrate that they are partnering  with local populations in need i.e. LGBT organizations. They also must be able to sub-grant 50% of the funding they get from the CDC to their partners. 
There is a CDC website posted list of all of the applicants, mostly state and municipal health departments , but also some non-profits that have already submitted a mandatory letter of intent to apply (LOI). The CDC is posting the list publically to encourage the applicants to reach out to community based potential partners. 

We are contacting you to let you know who is applying in your state. We want to encourage LGBT organizations to contact your local applicants to become a partner in their application. Right now is the moment when local LGBT groups need to speak up to make sure the promise of LGBT inclusion in this funding is met. 
Here is how to find out which applicants are applying from your area and to get involved :
1. Go to http://www.cdc.gov/communitytransformation/contacts/index.htm
2. On left side of page, in brown box, click on CTG Potential Applicants
3. Scroll down to your State and click on the brown bar. The list of applicants will come up with contact names, organizational affiliations,, emails and phone numbers. 
4. There are a few states where you may see  LGBT identified applicants (California, New York), so do reach out to them first and find out  what they are doing and how you can join their efforts.

5. Don’t be shy. Do click through the ATTACHED WEBINAR SLIDES, courtesy of the Network for LGBT Health Equity’s recent webinars on this grant opportunity.  You will see what kinds of activities these grants will support and if you have LGBT constituents who might benefit, you can make the case to be part of the partnership application.
